Eligibility
Applicants must demonstrate that they meet all of the following criteria:
· living in Queensland
· studying or working in a public health related field
· not have received a scholarship to attend a previous PHAA Conference from PHAA-QLD.

Criteria
Two criteria will be assessed equally:
· expected benefit to applicant’s studies and future work from their attending the conference
· contributions to public health relative to opportunity

Value
The prize is up to $2000 to cover flights, registration, accommodation and PHAA membership if the recipient is not a member. 

Condition of scholarship
All applicants who accept a scholarship are required to write an article of approximately 500 words to highlight the most interesting points of the Congress and provide a photo to be included in the Intouch magazine and to feature on the PHAA QLD website. 

A panel from the PHAA QLD Branch Committee will assess the applications. The scholarship will not be awarded unless there is a sufficiently meritorious eligible candidate.

To apply
Each application to comprise:
· completed application form signed by the applicant
· short CV (no more than 2 pages) detailing your education, employment, prizes, etc.
· 250 words on how attending the Conference will benefit your studies and future work*
* Applicants can choose to submit a video addressing the 2 criteria (up to 2 minutes per criterion). We will assess the content rather than the quality of the video, so a video shot on your phone is acceptable as long as the audio and video is clear.
